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Welcome and Update
Firstly thank you so much to each and everyone who has contributed to the establishment of the

association. Following our first AGM in May we want to really grow the membership and get
people’s views on target projects.

At the AGM the we appointed three new trustees who also took on office bearer roles, Donna
Quinn and Secretary, and Colin Mclntyre and Alix Cannon as membership officers to help us
recruit new residents to join and help shape the next steps.

Josh, Fiona and Claire, the founding trustees remain on the team.

Following consultations around the Glenmanor Greenspace which Josh and Claire took part in
in 2023 and the need for a local tree nursery to fulfill the associations ambitions of woodland
creation, improvement and restoration in Moodiesburn, Chryston and Muirhead conversations
were had around the possibility of a potential Community Asset Transfer of the land off Gartferry
Road, known locally as little hampden and the woodlands bordering it down to the road into
Stoneyetts Bowling Club.

In March 2025 we were awarded funding to do some more consultation and have the land
valued.

The valuation came back as £50,000, this was surprisingly high given the constraints around
developing near high pressure gas and water mains, but what it highlights is that we need to do
a lot of work engaging local people and growing the strengths of the organisation to achieve as
high a level of discount as possible.

The consultation boards are included later along with a map of the site area - we also have a
link to a new google form where people who are registered to vote with a G69 9 or G69 0
postcode can sign up - membership fees are waived for year one and we hope to amend the
constitution to remove the £1 payment at the next AGM if enough people are in favour.

These areas have been left and neglected many had the trees felled
as part of the attempts to build there, we want to work with local woodlands groups to make
acquisition and stewardship plans as well as consulting with all residents about the woodlands
future,
